STEP ONE. Select a window type.

of vinyl with different options in 
each line. CWD’s Ambassador, 
Envoy and Consul are vinyl 
windows. Vinyl windows are 
generally less expensive than 
aluminum clad wood windows. 

  ALUMINUM CLAD WOOD 
CWD’s Regency aluminum clad 
wood windows provide aluminum  
cladding exteriors in nine colors  
and hem-grain wood interiors.

  WOOD. CWD’s all wood Diplomat  
windows offer homeowners wood 
exteriors and wood interiors and 
these surfaces can be painted or 
stained. An all-wood product  
requires more maintenance than 
vinyl or aluminum clad.
